Las Vegas Shootings
In the wake of what is being called the deadliest shooting in modern United States history, several statements have been released by various Seventh-day Adventist entities. Below you will find messages of sympathy from Ted Wilson, president of the Seventh-day Adventist Church, and, the Nevada-Utah Conference. The editors of the Adventist Review and Adventist World magazines add their sorrowful condolences to these church leaders as we remember those affected by this terrible tragedy in our thoughts and prayers. ~ Adventist Review Editors.
Statement from General Conference of Seventh-day Adventists, Ted Wilson, President, October 2:
 Last night a tragedy unfolded as more than 500 people were injured and at least 58 people killed as the result of a senseless act of violence in Las Vegas, Nevada. Sadly, officials fear the death toll will continue to rise as hundreds of victims are in the hospital still fighting for their lives. As president of the Seventh-day Adventist Church I offer my deep condolences to the families who have been affected by this horrific act, and want them to know that in the midst of this chaos, the Seventh-day Adventist family worldwide is praying for the victims and their families. We believe that Jesus is coming very soon, and then violence and suffering and pain will be brought to an end. May we be rooted in this blessed hope and may God give us strength and courage as we seek to be His agents of blessing in an increasingly uncertain world.
Statement from Nevada-Utah Conference of Seventh-day Adventists:
 The Nevada-Utah Conference grieves with those who have been affected by the shootings last night.  We're praying, and also mobilizing with our Las Vegas pastors and the North American Division Disaster Response as we seek to open our churches and our hearts to bring some healing to a wounded community.
Please pray for all the people touched either physically or emotionally by this ordeal. Keep law enforcement and first aid responders in your prayers as they do their best in the midst of this situation.
